The Effectiveness of Role— Playing Strategy in Developing Listening
Skills in English Language among Level Six Pupils
Research Summary:
This research consisted of six chapters, sequenced as follows:
Chapter 1: The general framework of the study (research problem -
importance of the study — research objectives — research hypotheses -
research methodology - research community — research sample -
research tools — research limits — search terms — research procedures)
Problem of the research:
The problem of the study was manifest in the weakness of the listening
skills of students in the sixth grade.
In accordance with the recommendations of the International Conference
on e-Learning and Distance Learning (2015) regarding the need to use
modern teaching strategies, and as concluded by several studies that
recommended using a role—playing strategy to develop English language
skills , the present study seeked to find out the effectiveness of using
the role—play strategy in developing the English listening skills of pupils
of the sixth grade.
In particular, the present study tried to answer the following main
question:
To what degree did the role—playing strategy affect the development of
listening skills among the sixth graders in the English course?

The following questions were derived from the main question:
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1-What listening skills should be acquired by the sixth graders?

2-Were there statistically significant differences in the listening skills
between the average scores of students who studied the units using the
role—playing strategy and the average of scores of students who studied
units by means of the traditional method .

The Research Objectives:

This research aimed to achieve the following objectives:

1-Identifying the listening skills that are necessary for the sixth grade
students.

2-Highlighting the significance of the differences between the mean of
scores of the sixth grade students in the experimental group and the
mean of scores of students in the control group who studied by means
of the traditional method of listening skills.

3-Exploring the effectiveness of role—play strategy in the development
of the listening skills of students in the sixth grade pupils.

Hypotheses of the Research:

—The first hypothesis stated that there were no statistically significant
differences at the level of significance of 5% between the mean of
marks of the experimental group and the mean of marks of the control
group in the post- test , in  the listening skills in their five levels:
(literal, deductive, critical, empathetic , and creative listening.

—-The second hypothesis stated that there were no statistically
significant differences at the level of significance of 5% between the
mean of marks of the experimental group in the pre— test and the post—
test to the listening skills, in their five levels: (literal, deductive, critical,
empathetic , and creative Iistening).

—Finally the researcher hypothesized that there was no statistically
significant difference at the 5% level between the mean of the scores of

the experimental and control groups in the pre— application of the
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listening skills test at their five levels: (Iiteral, deductive, critical,
empathetic, and creative listening).

Methodology of the Research:

This study used the descriptive design through reviewing previous
studies and pedagogical literature. This study also used the quasi-
experimental design using an experimental group and a control group of
the sixth grade students to verify the validity of the research hypotheses
and to prove effectiveness of role playing strategy in the development
of listening skills of the sixth graders.

Research Community and Its Sample:

A — Research community:

The research community consisted of all sixth grade pupils in the first
cycle of basic education in the Directorate of Education in Homs
Governorate , in the second semester of the academic year( 2017 —
2018).

B-The research sample:

The sample of the research was randomly chosen from Asad Sulaiman
Elementary School in Homs Governorate. This school was chosen
purposefully for its acceptance to cooperate with the researcher in
conducting the study seriously.

The pupils were divided into two groups, one of which was the
experimental group, and the second was the control group.

The sample consisted of (56) students, (28 )of whom were students as
an experimental group that learned using role—playing strategy, and
(28 ) students as a control group learned by means of the usual way.
The Research Tools:

—A list of listening skills prepared by the researcher, which aimed to
identify the listening skills which were necessary for the sixth grade
pupils, which the researcher worked to develop through the role—

playing strategy.

Results Summary:

—There were statistically significant differences between the control
group and the experimental group in the post-test, and the differences
were in favor of the experimental group.

-There were statistically significant differences between the means of
scores of the experimental group in the pre—test and post- test of the
listening skills at their levels and the total score. The differences were in
favor of the post-test.

This confirmed the growth of listening sub-skills in English among
members of the experimental group of the sixth grade students after
teaching them by using the role—play strategy.

—The impact of role—playing strategy in education has been significant at
all levels of listening skills. ETA values ranged between (.32 and (.83.
This confirmed the effectiveness of the role—play strategy in developing
listening skills among 6" grade students in English.

Suggestions of the Study:

1-Promoting the use of role-play strategy in teaching because of its
effectiveness in raising the motivation of the learner.

2-Working on further studies in the field of teaching by using role—play
strategy in teaching English .

3-Holding training courses for teachers to use role-play strategy in
teaching and embeding it in educational situations .

4- ldentifying the obstacles that faced application of the role—play
strategy in teaching English and trying to obviate them.
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5- Conducting further studies to determine the impact of role—playing

strategy and its effectiveness in other study stages.
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
